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Flower Arranging

New Hampshire Judges' Council is sponsoring a flower show this summer. | love the clever schedule titled, ' This
Place is a Zoo," and all the titles used for the design section.

| will use them to tell you about some different types of designs that are listed in the Flower Show Handbook.

Class 1 is Jelly Fish, a transparency design. Some of the materials must be seen through others.

Class 2 is Hummingbirds, a spatial thrust design. Two parallel lines of like materials exhibit thrust and are dominant
in the design.

Class 3 is Chameleons, a collage design that is abstract creative with materials glued to a board or panel. [I did one
of these for the convention]

Class 4 is Crocodile, an angular design with a strong emphasis on angular components.
...think of plastic triangles with flowers around them
Class 5 is Rhinoceroses, another spatial thrust design.

Class 6 is Hippopotamus, an under water design having some or all materials under water. Obviously a glass con-
tainer is needed.

Class 7 is Antelope, a stabile design...sometimes a sculptural piece of wood is mounted on a dowel with other plant
material added for this. ..motion is implied

Class 8 is Giraffe, a stretch design which has two units with a prominent component connecting the two units
Class 9 is Elephant, a mass design...a traditional design using lots of plant material

Classes 1,2 and 3 are small designs, not exceeding 8" in any dimension.

You displayed your talent for design in our flower show and | hope some of you might be interested in small design
workshops [before our meetings] this coming year to prepare for the Dogwood District Petite Show to be held in
March.

In addition there will be information coming soon about the series of Design Classes that will be offered by Dogwood
District, beginning in November. This series leads you into doing some of the creative designs listed above but be-
gins with basic designs. | hope some of you will be able to take this course. It will be held right here in Roswell.

A work session was held at Smith Plantation on August 13th to clean up the gardens prior to their Trolley
Crawl party on 8/21. Thanks to Marcia, Debbie, Marilyn & F. Anne for spending a couple of hours getting
things looking good.

Debbie and F. Anne have also been 'deputized' by Chuck at Smith to purchase and plant elegant, all-
season containers that will be used initially for Trolley Crawl, and then updated seasonally and moved to
appropriate locations.

If you've been on the grounds lately, you've probably noticed the old entrance off the City Hall Driveway
has been covered over, and new entrances closer to City Hall have been established. Guests will now
enter more to the left of the property and walk across the front to get to the front door. Chuck has also
installed a lot more lighting around the pavilion area in the back to accommodate evening activities.

Discussions have been held with Chuck concerning an overhaul of the current tiered kitchen garden. Ad-
vice from William Healy who did the overall master landscaping plan for Smith recommended that what-
ever plant material we select should be suited to the current conditions of the garden and avoid any inva-
sive exotics that found their way onto the property in the past. Chuck is leaning toward hydrangeas and
possibly encore azaleas along the sidewalk at the top.

On the Holiday Front, the Garden Club has successfully procured a Community On My Mind grant for $200
for Christmas at Smith Plantation 2010. Chuck at Smith had previously agreed to match that amount on
behalf of the club.

Final note the club needs a volunteer to assume the chairmanship (or co-chairmanship) of the gardens
at Smith. The two chairman will coordinate work days for all RGC gardens located on the property of
Smith. Please volunteer!
