Smith Plantation: 
 
Theme:  The Colors of Christmas – Some Old and Some New 
 
Parlor – “Metals” – Silver, Gold, Bronze, Copper & etc.  
 
Inventory:  7 large gold pinecones  
Gold leaf garlands 
White lights (Amber lights from F. Anne) 
4 candle holders with greens for side tables 
 
Downstairs Foyer:  Royal Blue 
 
Featuring our friends the blue peacocks, blue/silver ornaments with white accents. 
 
Stairway & Landing:  Sky Blue 
 
Using a neutralizing blue in medium-sized ornaments, the swags going up the banister 
will transition from the deeper blue of the foyer to the ‘snowmen’ aqua blue of the 
upstairs parlor.   
 
Dining Room: Peach 
 
(Same as last year’s customized decorating to suit the color of the walls.)  Theme planned 
is peach/copper/cream.  Heritage Hydrangeas, birds.  Mantle swag should cascade down 
each side to the floor.  Lighted Small topiary trees on side tables.  Greenery encircling 
each window.  Elegant centerpiece.

36 peach and cream glass ornaments 
36 bronze/copper glass ornaments 
12 bronze/gold glass ornaments 
9 gold/bronze garlands 
Silk peach hydrangeas 
2 gold/bronze candle rings 
6 partridges 
3 rolls bronze ribbon 
3 rolls gold ribbon 
2 rolls chartreuse ribbon 
1 gold sleigh for dining table 
3 gold deer for dining table

Theme planned is cotton and moose in gold and red. 
 
Inventory:  Bunches of cotton 
Cotton wreaths 
White lights 
Moose and accessories – re-assigned from City Hall  
 
 
Kitchen:     Red   
 
Gingerbread – Cookie cutters, gingerbread lights, artificial cookies, 2 small gingerbread 
children, 2 large gingerbread people.   
 
Upstairs Parlor: Snowman Blue   Featuring Upside Down Tree with Frosty & Friends 
 
Snowmen from the master bedroom will be re-assigned to frolic on and around the upside 
down tree.  Will use same game plan as what was in the master bedroom last year.  Can 
work in the following inventory available: 
 
14 large silver pinecones 
1 silver Santa 
12 white and clear ornaments 
54 silver/clear ornaments 
6 green/brown birds 
4 large rolls silver ribbon 
7 white peacocks, white/green frost greenery 
Platinum garlands 
2 frosted trees 
White lights 
Vintage sleds (From F. Anne) 
 
 
Master Bedroom – Frog Green    Frogs.  Green & Red.   
 
The frogs from Bulloch Hall are being re-assigned to the master bedroom at Smith.  
(Debbie has inventory) 
 
 
Girls Bedroom (front):   Black & White 
 
Using a vintage silver table top tree, black ribbon will accent with silver mesh and lots of 
white.   White lights with white cords hanging down to create a snowfall.  Medium-sized 



white or silver ornaments hanging down from ceiling (if the ceiling holds them.)  May 
want to try and get a twinkle light here and there to create motion.   Lots of snow.   
 
Mimi’s Room:  Eggplant 
 
The deepest of purples will be used with sparkle picks, ornaments, hydrangeas on a table-
top tree and window wreaths.  Will use purple lights.

Outside Front  
 
Outside – Boxes in various sizes will be wrapped and bowed using bright colors in a 
foil finish and then attached to the outdoor wreaths.  The size of the boxes will 
compliment the size of the wreaths.  White ribbon with multi-colored dots will be used.  
This reflects the colors of Christmas theme inside the house.   All snowflakes will stay 
in place.
